3. Business Arising:

a. Regarding the amendment to RISE By-Law to allow Lorraine Bigras to remain as a board member for another two-year term: this will be handled under new business at the RISE AGM on June 17, 2005. Members will be asked if they support this amendment to change the by-law at the AGM  through a board member making a motion to do so.
b. AGM update: The former “Cotton Jenny” store site at the Parry Sound Mall will be used for the RISE AGM. Transportation will be arranged for Lorraine Bigras and Heather Langsford as well as  Karen Varey if required. An attendant will be available to support those requiring personal support. In order to vote at the Annual General Meeting, a person has to be a member in good standing and have a membership form completed.
c. The RISE Executive have signed a lease to rent the 72 Church Street site in Parry Sound beginning June 01st, 2005. Both sites are being rented by RISE until August 31st, 2005. Another site will be sought in Muskoka. The Church Street site will be a convenient location with greater visibility in the community. Linda Anne Thompson has drawn up plans of the office space and will seek three contractor’s bids to complete the necessary renovations to make the entrances and bathroom wheelchair accessible. Mickii Olsen inquired with suppliers about purchasing a stainless steel toilet and sink and found the cost of new ones prohibitive. Used stainless toilets and sinks will be checked on for cost and availability, possibly from a correctional facility. Mickii Olsen will write to Norm Miller, MPP, to request his support in finding such used equipment.
