RISE FUND DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM
RISE received funding from CAILC in 2006 to develop a Fund 

Development Plan. RISE obtained the support of a 
Consultant, Phyllis Winnington-Ingram, who assisted 

RISE in developing a three year strategic plan to increase our
revenue.  RISE needs to gradually increase its revenue 

from alternate means to offset expected funding changes 
particularly in Core Funding. Projects for fund development will 
include retail sales of lapel buttons, fee for service projects 
including web design and data processing, direct giving 
programs and community events such as bake, craft and 
garage sales. Funding has also been received from CAILC to 
implement our fund development plan for the coming year. 
RISE is happy to report our bookkeeper, Tabitha Stapleton, has 
agreed to take over this new position in addition to her former
duties. We will be seeking support on a number of these
projects and will contact our membership as these contract 

positions arise. Promotion of RISE through general and 
corporate membership will also be included in this program.
Copies of the Summary and Recommendations coming from the RISE Fund Development Plan are available in paper form or electronically. Copies will be available at the RISE AGM as well.  
CRIME PREVENTION PROJECT

In early March, 2006, RISE received funding to offer a new crime prevention project entitled “Crime Prevention for Families with Disabilities”. The objective of this project is to develop a resource Booklet that will provide practical and easy to understand tips for families and children to address all forms of violence. The booklet will be presented to organizations in Parry Sound and Muskoka and to families with disabilities (parents or children) in interactive workshops. We also hope to develop a network of support for families as a result of the workshops where families will have an opportunity to support one another on a community basis.

RISE is happy to introduce LINDA SULLIVAN as the facilitator of this project, having begun her employment with RISE on May 1st. RISE is also pleased to have the support of several community partners on this project who will act as an advisory committee as the project unfolds. News from Darrell Smith - Programs Coordinator

Where do people with disabilities go for Employment Support in the absence of Navigating the Waters?

I recently attended a meeting of Community Partners in Parry Sound and was enlightened as to what employment services are out there for all people particularly in the District of Parry Sound. Janet Kelly, Team Leader of the YMCA Employment Resource Centre in Parry Sound encourages people interested in finding employment to first come to the ERC. People who have multi-barriers in their employment search are referred to an employment counselor who in this District happens to be Nora White who now works for the Parry Sound Employment Services. Many of you will remember the excellent employment supports Nora offered consumers through the Navigating the Waters Program until March 31, 2005. 
In addition, if consumers are already on ODSP and are considering the ODSP Employment Support Program, the ERC will refer consumers to that program by referring consumers to Lorraine Carrier who is known to a number of you.

Consumers interested in the programs offered through the Opportunities Fund, a federal employment support program, also must first meet with the ERC staff to obtain the necessary information and paperwork.

REPORT ON SELF-MANAGED ATTENDANT SERVICES/DIRECT FUNDING

RISE continues to be involved in the Direct Funding Program as the local representative for this program in Parry Sound and Muskoka. Our main effort over the next while will be to promote the program and to encourage consumers to apply for this program. Although the program is essentially “full”, there is some turnover for one reason or another and openings do occur. We also feel that if more consumers apply, the provincial government will be encouraged to increase the funding to this fine, innovative and cost-effective program.
